Patient presenting with suspected paraneoplastic neurological
syndromes (PNS)

( Known malignancy )
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PNS confirmed
Evaluate for most
common tumors
associated with the
syndrome based on
age, sex

Evaluate for other
possible PNS
complications related
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use of CSF testing,

confirmed
